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Area Agencies on Aging offering assistance, advocacy, and answers on aging in your district.
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The SE4A adopted the principles outlined in Project 2020 legislative agenda as developed 
by the National Association of Area Agencies on Aging (N4A). These priorities include:

Reauthorization of the Older Americans Act 

The OAA helps older adults live safely at home.  Investing in OAA programs is more cost
effective than paying expensive Medicare claims or Medicare/Medicaid nursing home cost.
Person Centered Access to Information

To make home and community based services (HCBS) information more assessable to individuals through the use of the single point of entry concept which integrates outreach, information and options counseling for care in the community.

Evidence-Based Disease Prevention and Health Promotion

Promote health and behavioral science interventions that have been demonstrated to improve the health and well being of older persons. Through these programs, individuals will be assisted at the community level in areas suchas falls prevention, physical activities, nutrition, chronic disease management and medication management.

Community Living

Provide information through the single point of entry to older persons at risk of losing their independence by providing pre-screening and intense case management to help coordinate personalized services and supports such as home-delivered meals, homemaker, personal care, home modification, assistive technology and adult day care that would allow them to remain in their homes for as long as possible.

2011 & 2012 Appropriations
Sustain the capacity of Older Americans Act (OAA) programs by increasing total funding for these programs by at least 12 percent above FY 2010 to allow them to keep pace with projected population growth and price increases in FY 2011.
